Activity 2:  Geography of Standards					Leader(s): Hunter                                            

Activity Objective: Participants will develop vocabulary around the standards layout (e.g. domain, cluster, Practices, +,…).

Approximate Time Length: 45 minutes

Materials Needed: 2 grade band standards, 2 HS conceptual bands, Practices, document camera, PPT

Instructions for Facilitator:
1. Look at a grade level overview page to see Practices, domains, and clusters all on the same page.
2. Post the question, “how are these practices different from the 4.1 standards?”
a. Get into elbow partners, sharing one “recording” paper.
b. The first person is the “reader” who reads an assigned Practice, then both discuss differences, then the “recorder” jots down ideas.
c. Repeat with, switching roles, with a different Practice.
3. Invite volunteer recorders to share.
4. Use doc camera to display a grade overview page and discuss the inclusion of Practices, domains, and clusters.  Show where the domains and clusters are within that grade level using multiple examples.
a. Use the other grade level for further explanation.
5. Use doc camera with HS conceptual overview page.
a. Point out new notation:
i. (+)
ii. (*)
iii. (A.REI.2 versus the grade level 6.RP.2)
6. Mention the unit organizers in Appendix A.
